•	 Disconnect and store outdoor hoses. Cover outdoor faucets with foam 
insulators.

•	 Protect your pipes in unheated areas of your home with heat tape or pipe 
insulation. Protecting pipes this way is especially important for mobile 
homes, basements, attics, garages, crawlspaces and pipes that run 
against exterior walls with little or no insulation.
